Although
the development is exclusively residential
apart from the possibility of a primary
school and community facilities, the
business base of the area will be
enhanced through the increased number
of residents who will be living locally.

Easy come, easy go —

sustainability takes you places

Transport and ease of access are major
considerations when creating any new
development. Typically, Holborough has
been designed to reduce the need to
travel by car, by locating homes, places
of work and leisure closer to one
another; encouraging the use of public
transport by design; providing facilities
and incentives to reduce car use, and
reducing the environmental impacts

of transport during construction

and thereafter.

The area will also benefit from a network

of new pathways and cycle routes for

the enjoyment of residents and the wider

community, helping to reduce noise
and air pollution from traffic. This will
include new cycle and pedestrian routes
to Snodland Station. Road, rail and bus
links are already in place to provide
Holborough with easy access to the rest
of the South East and London.

The A228 provides quick and easy
access to both the M20, M2 and on

to the M25. National and international
rail connections are located at nearby
Snodland, West Malling and Ashford
stations. A new Channel Tunnel Rail
Link station planned for Ebbsfleet (13
miles away) will shorten the London
journey to only 15 minutes. A new bus
route through the site offers links to
Maidstone. In addition improvements are
being made to existing Rochester and

Minimising environmental impact
and the positive use of existing natural
resources is a major consideration
In sustainable design and specification.

Ensuring that everything
comes naturally

Every aspect of the development

is designed to minimise environmental
impact and to encourage the reuse

of materials indigenous to the area.

All water surface run off will drain

to a local watercourse via the existing
Holborough Lake and a new balancing
pond, and locally sourced building
materials are being used where they
are most economical.

The majority of materials found on the

The construction management has
implemented a strict working time
regime to minimise noise nuisance.
They’ve also used site compound
hoarding to screen adjacent houses
from noise and ‘super silenced’

diesel generators outside working hours.

By re-using the on-site lake, normal
imported Sustainable Urban Drainage
Systems have not been necessary.
Beyond the removal of untreatable
contaminated material, the wasteful

What can you do?

You can help bring down your personal
carbon emissions by cycling, walking more,
using public transport and car sharing.

Choose to drive a smaller car with lower fuel consumption
or go electric! Electric cars are economical to run and have
no exhaust fumes.

If you have a diesel engine you could opt for biodiesel, a
processed vegetable oil made to run in standard diesel
engines, available at fuel stations throughout the UK.

A few tips to consider with car use:

= Get your car regularly serviced to make it more efficient

= Roof racks increase drag — by removing them you'll
be more aerodynamic

= Extra weight increases fuel use — do you need everything
that’s in your boot?

= Don't keep the engine running when stationary
= Drive more slowly as high speeds increase fuel consumption

= Combine journeys — do several trips at once or give
someone a lift

= Drive smoothly — more energy is used by excessive braking
and accelerating

site have been recycled as crushed
concrete into roads and as subsoil

and topsoil into planted areas. It is
estimated that almost 80% of gravels
and materials used in the road make up
will be sourced from Gallagher’s quarry
near Maidstone, less than 12 miles away.

clearing of soil off site has been avoided
by careful design of the finished levels,
ensuring a balance of existing

cut and imported fill materials.

What can you do?

Composting reduces waste and replaces artificial fertilizers.
It’s the start of soil health; making good compost is worth
getting right.

Water butts are a good way of saving water by using
rainwater instead of tap water.
