Named after Trento, the location in Northern Italy
where the life of King George III’s younger brother
was saved, Trent Park is deeply rooted in history and
now ready to write its next chapter in full colour.

1912

Following the death of

Sir Philip Sassoon’s father

in 1912, he inherited his estate.
During this time he covered
the house in the rose-red
bricks that you see today
and planted a million daffodil
bulbs that became known as
the famous Daffodil Lawn.

1909

Sold to Edward Sassoon.

The Sassoons were descendants
of Baghdadi Jews who had
emigrated to India.
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'1920-1930s

The most extravagant parties with
guests such as Sir Winston Churchill,
Charlie Chaplin, George Bernard Shaw
and John Singer Sargent.

1947

The estate
became a Ministry
of Education
emergency
training college
for male teachers,
then in 1950

a co-educational
training college.

1974-2012

Trent Country Park became part of
Middlesex University.
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1066

The earliest known lord

of Trent Park was Ansgar,

who inherited the land from
& his Danish ancestors.

1399

The estate passed into
the hands of Henry [V
in 1399 who converted
the land into a royal

® game reserve.

TRENT PARK was used
for spying, bugging and
eavesdropping. Vital
intelligence was gathered
at TRENT PARK on
Hitler’s secret weapons
programme and the
atomic bomb.

1939-1945

Trent Park was requisitioned by the
War Office for the secret British
e Intelligence unit MI9.
