Since launching our approach in 
2017, Berkeley has designed 40 new 
neighbourhoods to deliver a measurable 
net biodiversity gain, the vast majority 
of which are being created from private 
brownfield sites. 

Once complete, these projects will have 
created approximately 480 acres of new 
or measurably improved natural habitats, 
an area far greater than Hyde Park.
