Green Space (SANG) incorporating open spaces,
footpaths, trim trails, wild flower meadows and
additional tree planting.

In addition to external
recycling bins, we provide integrated recycling
bins in kitchens to make it easier to separate and

WATER EFFICIENCY

low-flow taps and shower heads which use less
water without compromising convenience and
comfort.To conserve water for use in the garden, a
200 litre water butt is fitted externally and we also
suggest simple steps to reduce water consumption,

such as not leaving taps running unnecessarily.

Efficient use of electricity and gas helps lower fuel
bills and reduces carbon emissions.
