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PEOPLE, PLANET, PROSPERITY 
Sustainability is fundamental to Berkeley’s 
ethos. In simple terms, we want to ensure the 
long-term health, wellbeing and prosperity 
of people and the planet. There are a range 
of ways we are managing and minimising the 
environmental impact of our operations and 
delivery of homes and communities. These 
are the initiatives we have implemented at 
Kidbrooke Village. 

NATURE AND BIODIVERSITY 
Parkland, trees, fowers, green roofs, ponds, 
hedges, gardens – these are the fundamentals 
of a thriving natural environment that can be 
enjoyed by everyone. They are all part of our 
commitment to creating a net biodiversity 
gain on our developments. Within and around 
Kidbrooke Village, we have created natural 
habitats that encourage wildlife to fourish. 
We are working with London Wildlife Trust & 
HTA Design Ltd to engage residents in the 
natural landscapes that we have created. 

WASTE AND RECYCLING 
We actively encourage all residents to reduce 
their waste wherever possible. In addition to 
external recycling bins, we provide integrated 
recycling bins in kitchens to make it easier to 
separate and recycle waste. 

WATER EFFICIENCY 
Our homes are designed to high water 
efciency standards and are ftted with dual 
fush WCs, low-fow taps and showerheads 
which use less water without compromising 
convenience and comfort. We also suggest 
simple steps to reduce water consumption, 
such as not leaving taps running unnecessarily. 

ENERGY EFFICIENCY 
Efcient use of electricity and gas helps lower 
fuel bills and reduces carbon emissions. Our 
homes have been designed to use less energy 
than a standard home. They have enhanced 
levels of thermal insulation and air-tightness, 
and have been ftted with mechanical 
ventilation units with heat recovery (MVHR). 
All lighting is low energy and the majority of 
kitchen appliances are A++/A+/A rated. 

NOISE REDUCTION 
We can’t eliminate noise, but we consider the 
impact of noise in the design of our homes. 
We consider external noise, such as from 
nearby roads, and internal noise including 
the transfer between rooms and foors. We 
incorporate measures to reduce the diferent 
types of noise wherever possible to create 
a quieter environment. 

CLEAN AIR 
It is hard to avoid polluted air, particularly in 
our cities. Throughout Kidbrooke Village we 
have planted trees, shrubs and fower beds 
to help create a cleaner air environment. 
Within our homes we provide mechanical 
ventilation to flter the internal air. 

SUSTAINABLE TRANSPORT 
We provide cycle paths, secure cycle 
parking and car charging points to 
encourage the use of sustainable methods 
of transport, to help reduce air pollution 
around the development and the wider area. 
These active methods of transport also help 
encourage healthier lifestyles. 

STEWARDSHIP 
Maintaining our communal open spaces and 
facilities in perpetuity is an important beneft 
to the whole community. We work with the 
managing agent and residents to ensure the 
development remains in pristine condition. 

FUTURE-PROOF DESIGN 
From the early stages of design, we assess how 
our homes will stand up to the future efects 
of climate change, such as how they will be 
afected by higher summer temperatures, 
periods of drought, or more extreme rainfall. 
We are constantly researching how we can 
ensure our homes and developments are more 
resilient to these extremes to understand what 
new innovative technologies we should use in 
our future designs.
