MULBERRY ACADEMY LONDON

900 students across all secondary year groups (11-16) and  
360 students in the Sixth Form.

At its core, the school’s curriculum is designed to be diverse 
and holistic, fostering not only academic excellence but  
also nurturing artistic and creative talents. This will prepare 
students for the multifaceted demands of the modern  
world, equipping them with skills that extend beyond 
traditional classroom learning. An emphasis on innovation  
and sustainability is clear, training students to become 
thoughtful and proactive citizens in a rapidly evolving society. 
The curriculum draws inspiration from Brunel’s engineering 
achievements and the dynamic trade history of London Docks, 
making education at Mulberry Academy London Dock both 
historically enriching and forward-looking.

The new school building is a testament to modern 
architectural innovation. Designed using Passivhaus 
technology, it ensures optimal air quality and energy  
efficiency, creating a healthy learning environment for 
students. The design is not only functional but also  
embraces the rich heritage of Wapping.

The academy’s architectural design includes extensive green 
spaces and state-of-the-art sports and leisure facilities. These 
areas will not be limited to student use; they will eventually be 
accessible to the local community, fostering a sense of shared 
space and community engagement. This commitment to 
public access underscores the school’s role as a community 
hub, promoting physical well-being and contributing to the 
fabric of Wapping.
